Why Orphan Drugs and Their Indications Are
No Longer Included in This Publication

The Association of Community Cancer Centers' Compendia-Based Drug
Bulletin (ACCC Drug Bulletin) is a quarterly update of information on
oncology drugs recognized by the two national references: 1) the USP
DI Oncology, a copyrighted publication of Micromedex, Inc., and 2)
AHFS Drug Information, published by the American Society of Health-
System Pharmacists. Medicare covers off-label uses of anticancer thera-
peutics regimens if they are supported by citation in at least one of these
two compendia. A third compendium, the American Medical
Association’s Drug Evaluation, is no longer published, having been
merged into the USP DI in 1996.

ACCC spearheaded efforts to make citation of a cancer drug in any of
the standard reference compendia sufficient to require insurers to pay for
its use outside of Food and Drug Administration (FDA) labeled indica-
tions. To date, 39 states have passed ACCC'’s off-label legislation with
similar language to the Medicare rules.

Because of its wide circulation, frequent updates and on-line availabili-
ty, many clinicians rely on the ACCC Drug Bulletin as a comprehensive
source of information on oncology drug indications that have been either
1) approved by the FDA, or 2) recognized by one of the national com-
pendia as clinically appropriate for off-label use.

The term “orphan drug” refers to cither a drug or biologic under devel-
opment for use in a rare disease or condition. A drug or biologic receives
orphan-drug designation from the Office of Orphan Products
Development at the FDA. Orphan-drug designation qualifies the sponsor
to receive certain tax and other benefits from the government in
exchange for developing the drug for a rare disease or condition.
Orphan-drug designation, however, is independent of the FDA’s process
of approval for safety and efficacy.

Since clinicians, including insurer medical and pharmacy directors, are
increasingly relying on the ACCC Drug Bulletin as an updated and com-
prehensive reference for established efficacy and safety, this and future edi-

tions will limit content to sources with this specific focus and intent.
