* Your full low-dose Chest CT report, including any minor observations, has been sent to your health care provider. Your exam report
and images will be kept on file at Lahey Clinic as part of your permanent record and are available for your continuing care.

* You are under no obligation to return to Lahey Hospital & Medical Center for annual CT lung screening or followup evaluation of
any findings discovered as a result of your CT lung screening exam.

* Although low-dose chest CT is very effective at finding lung cancer early, it cannot find all lung cancers. If you develop any new
symptoms such as shortness of breath, chest pain, or coughing up blood, please call your doctor.

* Please keep in mind that good health involves quitting smoking (for help, call Lahey’s Quitline at 781-744-QUIT), an annual
physical exam, and continued screening with low-dose chest CT.
